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ROXY

In January, we had to euthanize our best dog, 
Roxy.   
 
Roxy was a Rottweiler/Rhodesian Ridgeback cross.  
She was 13 years old, which is pretty old for such a 
big dog, especially a Rottweiler cross.  Roxy was 
very large – about 85 lbs in her prime.  She was a 
very handsome dog, with the proportions of a 
thoroughbred horse.  Her tail was docked (her 
mama was the Rottweiler) and she had a luxurious 
black, medium-length coat with “mahogany” 
highlights.  She was the most beautiful dog we 
have ever owned (and we have owned a lot of 
dogs.) 
 
She was an unwanted, flea-covered puppy when we brought her home and washed her in our bathroom sink.  As a 
puppy, she watched our cat go through the cat door and quickly followed suit.  This lasted until she was too large 
to squeeze through the door, at about 40 lbs.   
 
Likewise, on her first night with us, she was crying at the side of our bed so I scooped her up and let her sleep 
with us.  She never forgot this and even after she was much too large to share our bed, my wife Lynn would invite 
her in if I were sleeping late and Roxy would leap into the bed to rouse me for some roughhousing, which she 
loved.  Lynn called it the “doggy alarm clock”. 
 
Roxy loved to tug on a piece of rope or wrestle.  However, I had to stop encouraging this when I noticed that if I 
escalated the intensity, she would eagerly comply and respond by topping me with even more “mock” aggression, 
to the point where you weren’t absolutely sure it wasn’t becoming serious.  She was a powerful and capable dog 
who enjoyed and had a proclivity for combat.  I suppose this came from her Rottweiler heritage.  It was not 
something I really wanted to cultivate so I dropped these rough play sessions. 
 
Roxy also had a very nurturing side.  Lynn brought home a couple of kittens one day that she had rescued from a 
bad situation.  They were really too young to be leaving their mother.  Roxy took one sniff of those kittens and 
instantly assumed the role of their mother.  She would nuzzle them (good for their physical development) and seek 
them out when they cried.  She would even lie on her side and lift her legs so they could try to nurse her.  The 
male kitten maintained a close relationship with Roxy for the rest of his life.  It was funny to see that white cat 
cuddled up with such a large black dog.  Roxy continued to check Hale’s rear end for the rest of his life to see if it 
needed cleaning. 
 
Roxy was not comfortable going into town.  She was wary of strangers and was an excellent – and intimidating - 
watchdog.  (Our remaining dogs – including a brace of Pit Bulls – are totally worthless in that regard.  They 
welcome anyone who approaches the house, without even barking.)  We were told by an excellent dog trainer this 
wary nature – first observed in “puppy school” – was a trait of both Rottweilers and Rhodesian Ridgebacks.  
However, we made numerous efforts to take her into town and socialize her, even though she would become 
skittish around lots of activity.  Once, Lynn took her to Cleveland Park in downtown Greenville for the afternoon.  
Lo and behold, the elementary school system had field trips in the park on the same day and dozens of busloads of 
school kids pulled up and debarked.  The noisy crowds of kids ran toward Roxy to see the big dog.  To make 
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things worse, a marching band entered the scene in full song.  Roxy was terrified and wanted nothing more than to 
just return to her quiet home on our mountain. 
 
Nevertheless, Roxy would warm up to new people who came to visit after she had a chance to get used to them.  
She absolutely loved our young nieces and nephews.  When they visited we would play “go find” with her by 
bringing her inside while the kids would hide somewhere on the property.  We would let Roxy sniff an article of 
their clothing then send her out to find them, which she always did. 
 
Roxy was diagnosed with what was probably degenerative myelopathy, a neural disease that gradually caused her 
to lose control of her legs.  We treated it with medication that staved off progression of the disease and she 
enjoyed several months of good life after she was diagnosed.  We eventually moved her inside and had to help her 
stand up and walk to go outside to relieve herself.  She really tried to be a good dog and not have accidents inside, 
but it was inevitable.  Even so, until the last day, she enjoyed her food and the occasional bone, stick, or pig ear. 
(Roxy always enjoyed gnawing on sticks, which was good for her dental hygiene, and she had beautiful teeth and 
gums that never had to be cleaned.)  We felt as long as she enjoyed her food and her life, we would accommodate 
her.   
 
We planned to have the vet make a house call and put her down on a sunny day in her own yard.  But, she started 
to go downhill quickly and one morning suddenly lost interest in food.  It was obvious that it was time so we had 
to take her to the vet on a miserable rainy day.  The vet came out to the car and while Roxy was lying in Lynn’s 
lap in the back seat, I stood in the rain and held my hand under her nose so she would know I was there as well.  
We buried her in our pet cemetery in a spot that overlooks a wooded cove, and is shady in summer, and warm and 
sunny in winter.   
 
Roxy, we loved you and you obviously loved us.  I can’t imagine that you would have been any happier 
elsewhere. I am so glad we found you and that we were able to provide you with such a good life.  You were such 
a good dog.  We miss you so much. 
 

Healthy People Foods for Pets 

If you are interested in giving human foods as treats to your pet, some safe and healthy options may include: 

Green beans      Unsalted almonds 
Carrot sticks      Plain, cooked pasta 
Cucumber slices     Bananas 
Zucchini slices     Unsalted pretzels 
Apple slices (without seeds) 
Baked potatoes (no unripe potatoes or potato plants) 
Bread (no raisin bread or raw bread dough)  Cooked lean meats 
 
 
Make sure that all treats are cut into sizes that are easy for your pet to chew. If you notice any digestive upset as a 
result of adding new foods, be sure to discontinue giving foods that are causing trouble. In addition, please 
remember that treats should make up only five to 10 percent of your pet’s diet--the rest should come from a 
nutritionally complete pet food.

17 Plants that are Poisonous to your Pets 

Lilies 
Members of the Lilium. are considered to be highly toxic to cats. While the poisonous component has not yet been 
identified, it is clear that with even ingestions of very small amounts of the plant, severe kidney damage could 
result. 

Marijuana  
Ingestion of Cannabis sativa by companion animals can result in depression of the central nervous system and 
incoordination, as well as vomiting, diarrhea, drooling, increased heart rate, and even seizures and coma. 

Sago Palm 
All parts of Cycas Revoluta are poisonous, but the seeds or “nuts” contain the largest amount of toxin. The 
ingestion of just one or two seeds can result in very serious effects, which include vomiting, diarrhea, depression, 
seizures and liver failure. 

Tulip/Narcissus bulbs 
The bulb portions of Tulipa/Narcissus contain toxins that can cause intense gastrointestinal irritation, drooling, 
loss of appetite, depression of the central nervous system, convulsions and cardiac abnormalities.  

Azalea/Rhododendron 
Members of the Rhododenron  contain substances known as grayantoxins, which can produce vomiting, drooling, 
diarrhea, weakness and depression of the central nervous system in animals. Severe azalea poisoning could 
ultimately lead to coma and death from cardiovascular collapse. 

Oleander 
All parts of Nerium oleander are considered to be toxic, as they contain cardiac glycosides that have the potential 
to cause serious effects—including gastrointestinal tract irritation, abnormal heart function, hypothermia and even 
death. 

Castor Bean 
The poisonous principle in Ricinus communis is ricin, a highly toxic protein that can produce severe abdominal 
pain, drooling, vomiting, diarrhea, excessive thirst, weakness and loss of appetite. Severe cases of poisoning can 
result in dehydration, muscle twitching, tremors, seizures, coma and death. 

Cyclamen 

Cylamen species contain cyclamine, but the highest concentration of this toxic component is typically located in 
the root portion of the plant. If consumed, Cylamen can produce significant gastrointestinal irritation, including 
intense vomiting. Fatalities have also been reported in some cases. 

Kalanchoe 
This plant contains components that can produce gastrointestinal irritation, as well as those that are toxic to the 
heart, and can seriously affect cardiac rhythm and rate. 

Yew 
Taxus contains a toxic component known as taxine, which causes central nervous system effects such as 
trembling, incoordination, and difficulty breathing. It can also cause significant gastrointestinal irritation and 
cardiac failure, which can result in death. 
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Amaryllis 
Common garden plants popular around Easter, Amaryllis species contain toxins that can cause vomiting, 
depression, diarrhea, abdominal pain, hypersalivation, anorexia and tremors. 

Autumn Crocus 
Ingestion of Colchicum autumnale by pets can result in oral irritation, bloody vomiting, diarrhea, shock, multi-
organ damage and bone marrow suppression. 

Chrysanthemum 
These popular blooms are part of the Compositae family, which contain pyrethrins that may produce 
gastrointestinal upset, including drooling, vomiting and diarrhea, if eaten. In certain cases depression and loss of 
coordination may also develop if enough of any part of the plant is consumed. 

English Ivy 
Also called branching ivy, glacier ivy, needlepoint ivy, sweetheart ivy and California ivy, Hedera helix contains 
triterpenoid saponins that, should pets ingest, can result in vomiting, abdominal pain, hypersalivation and diarrhea. 

Peace Lily (AKA Mauna Loa Peace Lily)T 
Spathiphyllum contains calcium oxalate crystals that can cause oral irritation, excessive drooling, vomiting, 
difficulty in swallowing and intense burning and irritation of the mouth, lips and tongue in pets who ingest. 

Pothos 
Pothos (both Scindapsus and Epipremnum) belongs to the Araceae family. If chewed or ingested, this popular 
household plant can cause significant mechanical irritation and swelling of the oral tissues and other parts of the 
gastrointestinal tract. 

Schefflera 
Schefflera and Brassaia actinophylla contain calcium oxalate crystals that can cause oral irritation, excessive 
drooling, vomiting, difficulty in swallowing and intense burning and irritation of the mouth, lips and tongue in 
pets who ingest.    

 

The Crisis of Pet Overpopulation 
 

 

As a nation, we claim to love cats and dogs. Millions 
of households have pets, and billions of dollars are 
spent yearly on pet supplies and food. However, as a 
nation, we should take a hard, sobering look at a 
different annual statistic: the millions of dogs and cats 
given up to shelters or left to die on the streets.  

Every cat or dog who dies because of pet 
overpopulation—whether humanely in a shelter or by 
injury, disease or neglect—is an animal who, more 
often than not, would have made a wonderful 
companion, if given the chance.  
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Tremendous as the problem of pet overpopulation is, it can be solved if each of us takes just one small step, 
starting with not allowing our animals to breed. Spaying and neutering is the first step to a solution . So help us to 
spread the word. 

Every day in the United States, thousands upon 
thousands of puppies and kittens are born because of 
the uncontrolled breeding of pets. Add to that number 
the offspring of stray and abandoned companion 
animals, and the total becomes even more staggering. 
Every year, between six and eight million dogs and 
cats enter U.S. shelters; some three to four million of 
these animals are euthanized because there are not 
enough homes for them.  

Too many companion animals competing for too few 
good homes is the most obvious consequence of 
uncontrolled breeding. However, there are other 
equally tragic problems that result from pet 
overpopulation: the transformation of some animal 
shelters into "warehouses," the acceptance of cruelty 
to animals as a way of life in our society, and the 
stress that caring shelter workers suffer when they are 
forced to euthanize one animal after another. Living 
creatures have become throwaway items to be cuddled 
when cute and abandoned when inconvenient. Such 
disregard for animal life pervades and erodes our 
culture. 

Abandoned and stray companion animals who survive in the streets and alleys of cities and suburbs pose a health 
threat to humans and other animals. Homeless companion animals get into trash containers, defecate in public 
areas or on private lawns, and anger citizens who have no understanding of their misery or their needs. Some of 
these animals scare away or prey upon wildlife—such as birds—or frighten small children. 

The public health epidemic of dog bites—which number more than 4.5 million each year—is due in part to 
uncontrolled breeding of pets. Bites by so-called dangerous dogs have drawn an enormous amount of media 
attention, and fatalities caused by dangerous dogs are a serious concern. Often, the vicious tendencies found in 
some dog breeds can be attributed to irresponsible breeding without regard for temperament. Neutering can help 
reduce this aggressive behavior. 

Clearly, pet overpopulation is not just a problem for the animals or for the shelters involved. Each year 
communities are forced to spend millions of taxpayer dollars trying to cope with the consequences of this surplus 
of pets. These public costs include services such as investigating animal cruelty, humanely capturing stray animals, 
and sheltering lost and homeless animals.
